Chairman Fuchs noted that this item was deferred from the November 18, 2010
public hearing. It is the Board's task to determine whether a substantial reason
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exists for the dorms to be granted a conditional use permit (CUP} in the Multi-
Family High (MF-H) Density zoning district. Chairman Fuchs asked the applicant
Mr. Weddle, to step to the podium.

Mr. Phillip Weddle, Weddle/Gilmore Architects, 6916 E. 5" Avenue, Scottsdale,

responded to questions asked by Chairman Fuchs:

Mr. Famas noted that zoning and character of the neighborhood are two different
things. The City recognizes the changing aspect of the area along with guidelines
and strategies of working with the neighbors, That appears to be missing. |t
appears that the impacts to the neighbors are not being addressed. Parking and
traffic circulation are real concerns. Towering over people who have lived there a
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long time is a concern [Mr. Weddle: if the Board would allow clarification to speak
to specific scale, we would like to make a presentation].

A PowerPoint™ presentation was made by Mr. Weddle showing the elevations,
setbacks, etc. Mr. Weddle noted that both the grade and topography help diminish
the impact in net height of the buildings.

Mr. Gary Hassen, 317 N. Willow Street, representing the Fifth Community
Association, noted the group's concerns with the CUP and the effects on the
Environment, compatibility, external impacts, and lack of communication to the
neighbors by Prescott College. He is also concerned that the neighbors do not
have the financial ability to fight them {the College}.These concerns appearin a
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letter submitted and made part of the public hearing packet.

Mr. Kayn asked Mr. Hassen whether the density of the project or the size of the
buildings is the main concern [Mr. Hassen: both. The overall mass of the project
is out of character with the single-family homes in the area. The design and layout
will amplify the noise in the area. Traffic problems, especially at Norris and
Western will increase when 104 students are added].

Ms. Angie Zamora, 311 N. Willow Street, has lived in her house for approximately
50 years and is concerned with the elimination of sunhgpt on her property should
the proposed project be approved.

The concerns include safety, security
of vehicles. Ms. Smart is also concerned with keeping the noise

Avenue which has been affected by the college's previous expansion. He noted
that the alley was given to Prescott College by the City. Parking has become a
problem at his business; and, when he voiced his concerns to the traffic engineer,
nothing was done. One of the unintended consequences of the expansion by
Prescott College, is that parking has become a problem.

Mr. Mattingly offered to meet with Mr. Ryan to discuss his concerns.
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Ms. Jean Phillips, 1001 Norris Road, offered that the residents are not hostile to
Prescott College students. She has a concern with putting a "size ten foot into a
size five shoe”. Ms. Phillips noted that when a special event occurs at the college,
there is not enough parking. The vehicles are not stopping for the stop signs.

Mr. George Gammill, 306 N. Witlow Street, will be directly across from Building A.
He has lived in his home since 1979 and has seen problems with the water runoff
in a heavy rain. He is concerned with the height of the buildings and with traffic.

Chairman Fuchs closed the public comments.

She noted that the area
inc ugg/% %g/g/tlon of homes that are listed in the National Register. The houses
are also i | n historic district. Ms. DeJesus believes that this proposal does not
fit in W|t /tﬁe historic character of the neighborhood. In citing a part of the City’s
General plan, Ms. DelJesus notes that this business does not “maintain the
character and integrity of the existing neighborhood.” Further, preservation
guidelines call for being "sensitive” to the neighborhoods. Having a tattoo parlor
will lower neighborhood property values. She notes that the Joslin-Whipple
Historic District does not need to include a tattoo parfor. Also, Mr. Hale's letter
of support and four additional letters from Core Structures’ tenants should not
count individually as “support letters.”
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Mr. Jack Wilson, 1514 Eagle Ridge Road, owner of a “class A" commercial
building at 600 E. Gurley Street, opposes the CUP. Mr. Wilson asked that the
Board not count the “form” letters, and notes that not one residential owner has
signed a letter of support. He feels that this is an incompatible use within the
area and that it will have a negative impact on his ability to lease space in his
commercial building. Mr. Wilson also fees that a tattoo parlor located nearby will
lower the value of his property.

Mr. Worley noted that the Unified Development Code Committee is meeting to discuss
Prop. 203, Medical Marijuana. There is a 120-day deadline and the decision will be based
on the Department of Healith Services guidelines. The DHS will release their findings on
December 17, 2010. The next meeting of the UDC will be on January 5, 2011 at 10:00 am
in the Downstairs Conference Room at City Hall. There is a probability of requiring a CUP
for the dispensary and cultivationfinfusion centers. Prescott is in the process of
coordinating with other municipalities in the quad-city area and Yavapai County. The
entities are urging the State of Arizona to consider uniform requirements throughout the
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state rather than having each municipality set up individual requirements. After the UDC
makes recommendations, Planning and Zoning Commission will review the
recommendations and then forward them to City Council.

Chairman Fuchs noted that two Boy Scouts, Paul and Will Riley, spearheaded the

placement of a statue at Miller Valley School marking the 100™ Anniversary of the Boy
Scouts of America. The statue was unveiled yesterday and it is quite impressive.

REQUEST:

A Conditional Use Permit to allow for a tattoo studio to operate in a BG zoning district. The
business is currently operating at this location. City staff has not requested the applicant to
cease operation as long as he is in the CUP application process. The applicant narrative
addresses business details, which includes goals, hours of operation and retail items.

PAST COUNCIL ACTIONS, BOA ACTIONS and BACKGROUND:

A 1982 CUP action (CU-8227) at the proposed location exists allowing for an upholstery shop
under a previous code. Numerous other CUPs exist near to the property allowing for offices and
a print shop under a previous code. There are current CUPs nearby applicable under the
current LDC allowing for a palm reader, pawn shop and 2 tattoo parlors.

CONDITIONAL USE REVIEW CRITERIA:

Conditional uses require special consideration regarding the effect on surrounding properties
and the use in relation to the objectives of the ordinance. A conditional use permit may be
granted only when the Board of Adjustment finds the proposal meets the certain general criteria
as described in Section 9.3.5 of the LDC:

A. Effect on the environment: The area is zoned BG which allows for a tattoo shop
subject to any conditions in the CUP. The impact of the business should be minimal with
hours of operation not extending past 9pm on Friday and Saturday. The use does not
create a nuisance that may arise from noise, smoke, odor, dust vibration or illumination.

B. Compatible with surrounding area: The business is on Miller Valley Road where there
is considerable traffic. Other businesses operate nearby along Miller Valley Road and
Division Street. Also in this commercial center is the ltalian restaurant known as the
“Roman Ristorante”.

C. External impacts minimized: The proposed location is a storefront located behind
other businesses in an existing commercial center. The storefront does not face either
Miller Valley Road or Dameron Street and would suggest that external visual impacts are
minimal. No external changes are proposed. Advertising is also minimal, with most
advertising by reputation and on the business website at canvastattooaz.com.

D. Infrastructure impacts minimized: Additional infrastructure is not required.

E. Consistent with General Plan and Code: The request is consistent with the General

Plan.

Parcel size: The subject property is adequately sized for this use.

Site Plan: A site plan is not required. No additional parking or landscaping is required

since the Land Development Code considers a tattoo shop as personal services and not

a change of use for the existing building.
